Consequences of Failure or Failure to Complete 
 
A student is required to resit any module failed at the first attempt. In order to resit a student 
will retake any assessment activity failed at the first attempt. 
 
The mark obtained for a module at the second attempt shall be no greater than 50%. 
 
A candidate who fails to satisfy the requirements to proceed to Year 4 BSc (section 9.1) 
after two attempts is required to relinquish the course. S/he has a right of appeal as

A candidate who is unable to proceed to Year 4 of the BSc after resit has a right of appeal 
as described in the College Regulations even if s/he meets the requirements to proceed to 
FdSc.
